The Offeror shall not complete the representation in paragraph (d)(2) of this
provision if the Offeror has represented that it ‘‘does not use covered telecommunications  equipment or services, or any equipment, system, or service that uses covered telecommunications equipment or services’’ in paragraph (c)(2) of the provision at 52.204–26, or in paragraph (v)(2)(ii) of the provision at 52.212–3.

(a) Definitions. As used in this provision—

Backhaul, covered telecommunications equipment or services, critical technology,

(1) Was convicted of a felony criminal violation under any Federal law within the
preceding 24 months, where the awarding agency has direct knowledge of the conviction, unless the agency has considered, in accordance with its
procedures, that this further action is not necessary to protect the interests of the Government; or
(2) Has any unpaid Federal tax liability that has been assessed for which all judicial
and administrative remedies have been exhausted or have lapsed, and that is not being paid in a timely manner pursuant to an agreement with the
authority responsible for collecting the tax liability, where the awarding agency has direct knowledge of the unpaid tax liability, unless the Federal
agency has considered, in accordance with its procedures, that this further action is not necessary to protect the interests of the Government.
For the purposes of section 7073, it is the Department of State’s policy that no award may be made to any corporation covered by (1) or (2) above,
unless the Procurement Executive has made a written determination that suspension or debarment is not necessary to protect the interests of the Government.
